Your First Obedience Trial

After months and months of training you now decide that you are ready to enter your first
obedience trial but are you? Are you so eyoyed that your dog has finally 'got it right' that you
decide that you are both ready for the 'test? Hopefully it is more than that and you are convinced
that your dog will get it right every time, regardless of what is happening around them.

Beforeentering a trial it is important that you are certain that your dog will continue to happily

work with you and basically, that they are 'bomb proof'. Many activities happen at a trial that

could possibly engender a different response from your dog fraahyeln have seen during

practice. For example, dogs competing in adjacent rings could be sent for retrieval of their
dumbbell and your dog could see this as an opportunity for a game. Also, sausage sizzles are often
on offer at trials and the smell oefhly cooked sausages and onioyism - could be enticing to

your dog, so it is important that you and your dog are prepared for as many different situations as
possible. As a final check, you will need to be confident that he will work without youngaht
assistance as feeding, guiding, talkingrasgpermitted in the trial ring.

If you are in Community Companion Dog (CCD) level or higher, your dog may be trained
well enough to participate.

ANTIFREEZE TOXICITY IN DOGS AND CATS

About Antifreeze and What It Is Used For

Antifreeze is a syrupy liquid that is usually brightly amed; neon green or neon pinkhis
chemical is amix of de-icers, hydraulic brake fluids, and photograph developing chemicals.
Antifreeze is odarless and has a sweet taste, which can be attractive to curious and thirsty
animals and children.

It may be found leaking under cars in the heat of summafterengine maintenance. Spills of
this liquid are also common in winter months as car owtheseasonal engine maintenance.

Many types of antifreeze contain ethylene glycol, a substance that acts as a poison for dogs.
Ethylene glycol has a sweet flavand dogs frequently are attracted to it because of the taste.

Immediate Treatment Is Important for dogs poisoned with Antifreeze
If your dog has ingested antifreeze containing ethylene glycol, he needs immediate veterinary
treatment to give him the bedtance for survival.

What signs are seen?

Signs of ethylene poisoning can be divided into three phases.

Phase 1 occurs 14 hours post ingestion and is manifested by wobbly gait, increased heart rate
and respiratory rate, increased drinking and urinaimhdehydration.

Phase 21 occurs 46 hours past ingestion and coincides with the onset of the acidosis and is
manifested by reduced appetite, depression, vomiting and hypothermia. In cases where a large
amount of anti freeze is consumed severe depressioma and death may occur unless

treatment is commenced.

Phase 3 occurs 27 days post ingestion and is characterised by renal failure with little urine
production. If your dog is showing signs of kidney failure, his prognosis is poor and dialysis is
the only recourse.

Antifreeze Toxic Effects on Kidneys

The kidneys are most severely affected, and even if the animal seems to improve initially with
treatment, they may succumb shortly after to kidney failu® gaysafteringestion). The

kidneys shut den, and the animal is unable to produce urine.

This type of kidney failure usually happens24£ hours after ingestion in cats, and-3& hours
afteringestion in dogs. Success of treatment is dependentqupcktreatment. If antifreeze
ingestion is kown or even suspected, do not delay. This is not a-avaisee"” situation;

kidney damage will be more severe as time (hours) go by.

Supportive Treatment of Dogs Who Have Ingested Antifreeze

Besides instituting either fomepizole or ethanol treatmengdar dog, your veterinarian will

also try to get as much of the antifreeze out of your dog's stomach as possible. Your veterinarian
will likely try to induce your dog to vomit. Lavage (flushing) of the stomach may be

recommended. Activated charcoal mayabeninistered to "bind" the antifreeze.

Your dog may also need to have fluid therapy to help dilute the toxicity and help flush the kidneys.
Your veterinarian will also perform some blood testing. If these blood tests indicate that your dog is
suffering flom metabolic acidosis, the vet may also administer bicarbonate if the acidosis is severe.

What If Ethylene Glycol Poisoning Is Not Treated Early?

If your dog has ingested antifreeze that contains ethylene glycol and the poisoning is not treated
within eight hours, his chances of surviving the poisoning diminish considerably.

Ethylene glycol causes kidney failure, and once the symptoms of kidney failure begin, life
saving measures, including dialysis, are the only treatments likely to save your dog's life.
